1. Firstly handwrite or laser print your message onto the blank insert provided (note: pre formatted inserts can also be purchased separately). 
2. Fix your insert under the tabs inside each card.

3. Tie the card with the decorative band. 
4. Finally add your designer seal wherever you like - on the band, on your insert or on the envelope. 

If you are feeling creative, use one of the free templates at www.hipp.com.au as a base and create your own unique wording.
Add in some images. Take a photo of your new baby and add this to the inside of the announcement card.  What about mum and dad’s wedding photo for their 40th anniversary party or a  photo of jack in his nappy for his 21st invite!
Create one off cards for friends’ birthdays with unique messages, icons & photos, or customise your invitations to have special messages for each guest.
We have used Microsoft® Word for our templates, but if you have access to other creative computer software all you need is the size of the paper and margins and you can get started on your own masterpiece.  why not  search the internet for free fonts?  you will find some fantastic and original options to make your cards stand out from the crowd!
To get the best outcome, keep in mind the tabs at top and bottom of the card - we suggest you set the page margins as specified below.
Dimensions:             9.5cm (3¾”) width x 19cm (7½”) height
Insert Margins:         top 2.5cm (1”), bottom 2.5cm (1”)
                                    left 1cm (3/8”), right 1cm (3/8”)
